Meeting Notes

Roll call - All members of the council were present to make a quorum.   

Consent of Agenda     There was no additions or deletions from the agenda presented but all agreed to a change of order.
New Business:

Short term rental in R-1 zone:  Mr. Kincade was present to advise Council on the matter and explain the options that they may wish to consider clarifying the existing ordinances.   The definition of R-1 does not list resorts or hotels as allowable use, however those facilities are considered “residential”.  He recommended that Council needs to be very specific about when a property becomes commercial.  Council should define their position and state clearly what their intent is when revising the ordinance.  Identify those rentals that have been allowed to operate, determine if they are allowed to continue and/or what the conditions and time frame is for suspending short term rental practices.  Council agreed to take these recommendations under advisement, seek in put from citizens and keep in mind that the resulting ordinance will apply to the designated zone(s) throughout the city; not just a specific neighborhood.  
Tanglewood Development – Phase I:  Mayor Reeves said that the preliminary plat had been started by another gentleman several years ago; he did not take it to final plat at that time.  Several lots have been sold and built upon.  The Norfork City limit line runs through three of the lots and across a short portion of road.  The balance of the proposed subdivision lies within Salesville City limits. Developer, Tim Byrd has recently purchased the property and has received

approval from Salesville to proceed without bringing the roads to current county standards with asphalt but with the condition that he receives Norfork's approval also.  Norfork’s subdivision regulations require asphalt.  Warren Gragg suggested that Norfork city limit lines be redrawn to allow Salesville to take in the parts of the development that are currently in Norfork since Salesville currently serves that area with water and are in the process of bringing sewer service into that area.  Don Sappington felt that Norfork should stick to their policy and require that it be hard surfaced.  Mayor Reeves said that the unofficial road called Mercedes Loop that is the main entrance leading to the area to be developed is within Norfork but does not belong to Mr. Byrd and is not hard surfaced.  

Warren Gragg made a motion to approve the development of the proposed subdivision with the requirement that all sections of the roads that lie within the City of Norfork must be brought County standards with asphalt surface.  Don Sappington seconded the motion and it carried unanimously.
Last Months Minutes:  Workshop of May 13, 2008; Council Meeting of May 20, 2008; No comments or changes were made.

Financial Report:  For the period ending May 30, 2008 was reviewed.  No comments or changes were made.

Unfinished business: 

Sheid Road Project: Mayor Reeves told the Council that the Sheid Road project is now near $15,000 but should be nearly complete.  Unless there something unforeseen happens, that should be the total.   Citizen Mike Harrison questioned why the City was paying the bill to take water to property outside the city to benefit a developer.  Warren said that was not the case, the city was replacing a substandard poorly placed old line and the developer would be responsible for taking service from the city line to his property.  
Sewer Project:  Mayor Reeves told the Council that advertising for bids has been done and the process to select a new contractor should occur soon.  
Update Domestic Animal Ordinance:   Rough draft revision is still in progress.

Other New Business:

Planning Commission Appointment:  Mayor Reeves announced his intent to appoint Ray Davis to the Norfork Planning Commission at the next Council Meeting.
Committee Reports

Planning Commission:  Chairman David Miller reported that the Commission met June 5, 2008.  They discussed Tim Byrd’s request on the proposed finalization of the Tangelwood Subdivision and the issue of short term/day rentals in a residential zone.  Another meeting has not been scheduled.

Water; Sewer & Street:    Chairman Don Sappington had no report and a meeting is not scheduled.
Water Committee:   Chairman Warren Gragg had no report and a meeting is not scheduled.
Parks/Beautification Committee:  Chairman Jimmy Mincey had no report and a meeting is not scheduled.
Safety Committee:    Chairman Maricia Kelley had no report and a meeting is not scheduled.
With all other business completed, the meeting concluded at 8:41 PM.
